 2021 Manager’s Guide
Communications
The Coordinator Must be notified of the following:

1.) Injury to player, Coach, or fan (incident report incident report must be filed with American Specialty Insurance for boys and with the Emerald  Necklace for girls)
2.) Ejection of player, coach or fan
3.) All damage to facilities (home or away)
4.) Release of player from roster.
 Notify in the following manner:

1.) Phone call or E-Mail day of event or first thing next morning
2.) Written Report – Within 1 Week – Include details of event and any post event actions.
Managers and players are expected to comply with all league rules.  Discipline issues will be complied with regardless of whether it is a league game or out of league game.  The BTBA demands good sportsman like behavior at all times.
Manager meetings will be held each month the first or second Monday of the Month.  E-mail notice will be sent to all managers and Board Members.  All are welcome at the meeting.

Special note to managers: It is important to participate in the monthly meetings; the BTBA believes that sharing information greatly helps progress of teams.  You will both add value and receive value by your attendance.

Managing commitment due by 7/1/2021 for the 2022 playing season.  Tryout plan due 7/1/2021 – in order to prepare flyer for distribution and posting during the rec season.  This must include tryout times.  The BTBA will publish one (1) master tryout sheet for the program through the Rec.  We will get this information into the newspapers at one (1) time and will try to have it put on cable announcements.

Tryouts & Team Selection& Rosters for 2021
Each manager will submit plan for approval in order to conduct tryouts in July, August or September.  Tryouts should be conducted, and team selection completed as stated in tryout procedure.  At that time each team must submit a preliminary roster.  Without a roster submitted your team will not be covered under any of the BTBA insurance.

*** Tryout Completion --- Preliminary Roster Due 10/1/2020 ***

Tryouts can be publicized by flyers to school (School Board approval required), Newspaper notice, Cable TV, Community News, Rec Center, ECT.  Please remember private schools, St. Michael’s, Assumption, Old Trail + High Schools.

Updated rosters should be submitted as changes occur.  Final rosters are due as per league rules.  All inherent risk forms must be complete prior to player participation.  (This includes fall practices)

Be sure to hold down to your tryout evaluations in case a question should arise.

Once again, 2020 plans will mandate open tryouts in all age groups, with records kept on number of participants, tracking where candidate end up, ect….

The City of Brecksville continues to ask for a 51% BBHSD program wide resident rate.

Team Fees & Budgeting
Each manager is responsible for submitting a team budget for approval for approval by October 1ST each year.  Budget should include uniforms, insurance, umpire fees, league fees, tournament fees, equipment, $55 player fee, $325 BTBA Fee, $180 Special Projects fee and any additional expenses.

$325 team fee will be used for expenses relating to running the BTBA, accounting fees, checking fees, insurance, office supplies, special projects, ect.  

Funds should be deposited to the BTBA for at least ½ budgeted amount by October 15th.  
Balance must be deposited prior to field allocation.

*** October 15TH  --- ½ Participation Fee due in account ***

Funds can be disbursed by written request.  Please include a breakdown of expenses and receipts whenever feasible.

The city of Brecksville will charge a $25 fee per home game for field maintenance.  Fee for boys and girls high school field $50 game slot - fee and half for double header slot – no additional field prep.  
All fees must be paid prior to field assignments.  Field fees will be held in separate account to ensure that fees are available for payment to Brecksville.

Uniform Ordering

Each team will be responsible for ordering uniforms.  The coordinator must approve all uniforms.  Only program colors may be used (red, black, yellow, white, and grey).

Several vendors have our logo’s on file.
Soliciting Donations
Approval must be received PRIOR to solicitation of ALL donations.  All donations must be made payable to BTBA.  A determination must be made prior to solicitation of fund intent.

EXAMPLES: 

If a solicitation is made from Joe’s Uniforms because all teams purchased uniforms from them, then a donation from Joe’s uniforms should be distributed among all teams. 

If a team receives a donation because of a direct relationship then those funds should be given to specific team as the relationship dictates.  However, prior approval is still mandated to document solicitation. 
Complete information is required for all donations.  The BTBA is required to show support from donations as part of the requirements for tax free status.  Additionally, certain donations may require additional action on part of the BTBA.  In addition to legal requirements the BTBA wants to properly acknowledge donations.
